Of the remaining 1,256 Americans still unaccounted for in Vietham, 470 are in a “non-recoverable”
category. This means that as a result of rigorous investigation, we have conclusive evidence the
individual perished, but do not believe it possible to recover his remains. On rare occasions, new
leads can arise that bring a case back to an active status.
