They began digging today for the foundation
and the metal building delivery is scheduled February 9. The only holdup on pouring the concrete slab is the
plumbing work. The County Manager said the plumbing contractor wants more money due to the length of
time since his contract was signed. However, no expiration date was included on that contract. Commissioner
Hutcheson thanked Mr. Adams for providing the update and asked him to come to the next meeting.

Mr. Evans provided an update. When Commissioner Raber asked about the recommendation for architect,
Chairman Gooch said that the committee would go to Coweta County next week to look at the new judicial
building there. Committee Member Gerald Lewy said after seeing the Coweta building the committee will be
ready to select from the short list of architectural firms.

The County Attorney said he fcrnvardnd two dmﬁ letters to the bnard fnr the:r consideration. The short version

seems to be the one that is favored., John Cavender said he is most concerned with how any size road may cross
their property, whether it is a two lane or four lane road. The County Attorney said the letter addresses that
concern by saying that current state highways would be supported but not any other right of way acquisition.

Another citizen said that he wants the board to look at alternate routes that will affect only landowners and not
homeowners as the current proposed route does with homeowners. Another citizen spoke about beauty of

habitat as it is now and is opposed to a new road.

Court will discuss his need for an additional employee at the next work session.
