Re:  Animal Shelter Update – December

Following is a synopsis of activities that transpired during the month of December.

· Received donated bales of hay to use in outside dog houses and to spread over muddy/soft areas of the yard.

· Dachshund found abandoned and injured in a dumpster in the city limits by 3 college students.  Brought to the shelter where she received medical treatment and was eventually transferred to Dachshund Rescue of GA.

· Long Branch Elementary, 3rd Grade Classes designated LCAS as their recipient of the class gift exchange.  The four classes donated dog and cat food, cat litter and toys.  LCAS staff received the gifts when they visited the school with some of the shelter’s puppies and dogs.  A photo and short article appeared in the Nugget.

· Notified by the new store manager at Wal-Mart that donation of dry dog and cat food will cease.  The store is now returning to the manufacturer for credit, any product that is not sellable.
· Dryer stopped working.  Waypoint donated a used one to the shelter. 

· Worked with Karen Covi (PAWS Volunteer Coordinator) and created a manual for shelter volunteers.

· Clarified with Animal Control (Jeremy Walters), that any animal that is brought in by them after 4:00pm will be their responsibility to log in correctly, secure the animal in proper shelter and give the animal adequate food and water for the night.  This resolves the problem of shelter staff working overtime when an animal is brought in late in the day, without enough time to process.

· Installed new (roof) covers for Shelters 2 & 3.

· Started Micro-chipping animals for the public at $20.00 per animal.

· Mid month, 32 puppies surrendered to the shelter.  We were able to transfer 16 to N Georgia Humane Society, balance have been adopted.

· Dawn Chappell – PAWS volunteer, hosted the shelter’s Christmas Party at her home.

· Received a number of donations of food items and toys from the public.

· The holidays brought a large number of people to the shelter.  Although December 24th and 25th were county holidays, the shelter was available and the staff was accommodating to the public with adoptions and surrenders.

· Invoices submitted to us from Chestatee Animal Hospital dating back to 2005 (that were never turned into the county for payment) were researched by Allison and Mark in Finance.  Stan Kelley approved payment to Chestatee in the amount of $2,139.50.
