Then Allison Martin briefed everyone about this agenda item. An Amendment for the Sheriff's
Department was not included and there was concern about singling out that department. Allison pointed
out that the Sheriff's Department already is going to be "noted" in audit for numerous other line item
issues. She also stated that other departments would also have concerns about specific line items. There
was an expression of concern regarding the relationship between Sheriff's Department and other parts of
Lumpkin County Government. However, Allison stated that this relationship has much improved in past
six weeks.

The Commissions requested a copy of a letter sent by auditors to the Sheriff's Department f01l0wing a
"partial" audit. That letter showed approximately $200,000 to the good in health insurance. The Chief
Deputy explained that other areas used up that surplus. Chairman Gooch made brief comments about the
need for a1ldepartments to manage their budgets.
