March 15, 2007

CALL TO ORDER :
Chairman Gooch called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. in the council chamber of Dahlonega City Hall

Commissioners present were Stephen Gooch, John Raber, Deborah Hutcheson, Clarence Stowers and Clarence
Grindle.

INVOCATION
Commissioner John Raber led the Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance,

PRESENTATION
Master Gardener Proclamation

Chairman Gooch read this proclamation that declares March 17, 2007 as “Master Gardeners Appreciation Day” in
Lumpkin County and urges all the County’s citizens to join in recognizing the Master Gardeners® invaluable
contributions to Lumpkin County.

2007-13 Road Abandonment Barrett Circle

ceased to be used by the public to the extent that no substantial public purpose is served by said roadway.
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Motion: Commissioner Stowers made a motion in support of this resolution. The motion was seconded by Deborah
Hutcheson and approved by Commissioners Hutcheson, Stowers and Grindle. John Raber was opposed to the
morion. Motion carried

2007-14 Budget 2006 — Amendment 3
This resolution makes budget year adjustments and transfers of existing funds among departments in the 2006

budget.

2007-18 Dawson/Lumpkin County Line Survey Study
This resolution approves the proposed Dawson-Lumpkin County line segment survey dated February 7, 2007, and

prepared for the Dawson and Lumpkin County Board of Commissioners by Moreland Altobelli Associated, Inc.
pursuant to the Lumpkin County Grant Jury Finding.

There are approximately twenty (20) property owners who will be affected by acknowledgement of this line
according to the County Attorney. The County Manager said he had been given an estimate that this will bring
about $50,000,00 addirional tax revenues to Lumpkin County each year.

Motion: Commissioner Hutcheson moved to approve signing of this vesolution. Clarence Stowers seconded the
maotion. All district commissioners voted in favor. Motion carried.

King Evans gave a report on the status of the proposed Judicial Center and presented the following proposal.

Motion: Based on the unanimous approval of the selection committee Commissioner Stowers made a motion to
approve the CHA proposal to allow the Chairman to sign the contract for architectural and engineering services on
the judicial center. This motion was seconded by John Raber and approved by all commissioners. Motion carried.
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Recommendation — Site
Because many in the audience attended the board meeting because of the site selection issue the board allowed

Public Comments on the matter. A number of citizens spoke with passion about their opposition to moving the ball
fields and gave background on how the ball fields came to be in their current location. These citizens included
former Sole Commissioner J. B. Jones, Douglas Cook, Brad Tyson, Pat Crow, Ralph Jones, Herbert Adams, Charles

Lemley, Kenneth Beasley, and Sue Armstrong.

Commissioner Raber said he thinks the board needs to take a second look around the County to see if any other
suitable site can be located. Commissioner Stowers spoke about his years of playing ball for Ott Anderson. He said
that he sees moving the ball fields as being an improvement for the children of Lumpkin County. He considers

Yahoola Reservoir Park a better area for the children.

Lyndal Caldwell said he is concerned about safety for the children at the current location. He said that the Park &
Recreation Board had voted on behalf of moving the ball fields so long as they were provided three ball fields to

replace them.

Motion:  Based on approval of the selection committee with Judge Chastain recusing himself Commissioner
Stowers moved to approve the Riley Road Ball Field and Pool site for the judicial center. Deborah Hutcheson
seconded this motion.  District Commissioners Hutcheson, Stowers and Grindle approved the motion.

Commissioner Raber was opposed. Motion carried,

Exception to Appeal Process

The decision before the board is whether to grant a hearing to the Etowah Shoals opposition to an appeal of a
variance that was granted by the Planning Commission. The opposition is asking the board to overturn the Planning
Commission decision to allow Lot #16 to be subdivided. A number of citizens including Marilyn Smiley, Judi
Maclntyre, Bob Allen, and Alice McDonald who reside on Laurel Circle in Etowah Shoals Subdivision spoke
concerning this issue. They are opposed to approval for lots within the subdivision to be further divided and are
unhappy about the manner in which the variance was granted.

Planning Director Larry Reiter said that he had incorrectly told a citizen that they had thirty (30) days to appeal the
Planning Commission decision only to discover that it was ten (10) days. He said that he then allowed them 30 days
to appeal due to his error but had never received the required letter requesting an appeal. Warren Welch said that he
is the buyer of Lot #16 which is scheduled to close on Monday, March 19 and that neither he nor the present owner

has been contacted about this matter,

The County Attorney said that absent covenants and some specific requirement that a lot cannot be changed that the
County’s subdivision regulations do not prohibit it. Because a citizen had expressed opposition to a newspaper ad
that was run concerning the actual address of Lot #16 Commissioner Hutcheson asked the County Attorney if the
address issue is of such concern that the board should allow an appeal. The County Attorney said the address issue
as stated is not sufficient.

Commissioner Hutcheson said that her concern is that if the board hears this appeal that any objections to a Planning
Commission decision on the part of anyone will be brought before the board in the future.

Motion: Commissioner Raber moved to have an appeal hearing. Deborah Hutcheson seconded this motion.
Commissioners Raber and Hutcheson voted in favor of the motion while Commissioners Stowers and Grindle voted
against. Breaking the tie Chairman Gooch voted against the motion. Mation failed,

Chairman Gooch said he thinks it would be beneficial in newspaper ads to list all roads that a property touches so
that this will be clear in the future. The County Manager will look into the appeal process matter to correct some of
the problems that arose with Etowah Shoals. The Chairman said he would like to see this addressed as quickly as

possible.
