This agreement is to renew the existing arrangement for the operation of one nutrition site in Lumpkin County,
which includes one meal a day, five days a week for a total of 5,000 units to 45 elderly persons, 19,000 units of
home-delivered nutrition services to 75 elderly persons, and other education and activities as spelled out in the

agreement. The agreement extends from July 1, 2007 to June 30, 2008.

Public Works Director Harris said the airport hanger has already been sold to an out of county resident.
Commissioner Raber said the previous owner, Mr. Mihok, was running a business out of his hanger. Chairman
Gooch said he believes we established regulations that commercial businesses could not operate at the airport.

The Board agreed to table the airport leases until a policy is found or established.

QPUBLIC LLC — Web Hosting Agreement
QPUBLIC agrees to provide the County with services either directly or in conjunction with an Internet Service
