Public Works Report - Fireside Ridee Subdivisi pads

Public Works Director Eddy Harris said he met with the Fireside Ridge Homeowners’ Association President
John Quinn after first evaluating the roads of the subdivision with Ben Chitwood. He said Mr. Quinn had not
been aware that the roads had been accepted “as is”. Harris gave details of his discussion with Mr. Quinn and
commented upon slight improvements that could be made by the county around the mailboxes and where the

road enters Lewis School Road.

John Quinn spoke about the accepting resolution and said it was never presented to the Homeowners®
Association. He said they have been left in the dark regarding the resolution and the road repair maintenance
schedule. Another Fireside Ridge resident, Rory Knapton, said when these roads were taken in they were not
under the assumption their road would be run down. He acknowledged they put a well in the right-of-way but

said they would remove it if necessary.

The Chairman said we do not have a “schedule” for maintenance within the county for any roads but all roads in
an area are worked at the same time. The County Manager will go with Harris to look at the road.
Commissioner Hutcheson said she thinks a cost analysis is a reasomable request. She also said the
Homeowners’ Association has the option to have the road returned to them. She said she is not necessarily

recommending this,

Appeal Request Buffer Variance — Twenty-Two Enterprises, LLC

Twenty-Two Enterprises asked that this matter be postponed until next month.

Motion: Commissioner Raber made a motion to postpone consideration of this matter until September. This
motion was seconded by Deborah Hutcheson and approved by all district commissioners.

Alfred Chang said they do not have any additional comments but reminded the board that the county has always
treated this as a commercial property. Chang said he had spoken with the Planning Director regarding the

buffers and they were satisfied with the discussion.
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Commissioner Hutcheson said she wants it known that Alfred Chang made a contribution to her campaign. The
Chairman said he too had received a contribution. Commissioner Stowers say he may also have received a
contribution to his campaign from Mr. Chang. Each said this would not affect their vote. Commissioner
Stowers then explained this request for those in the audience who did not understand what was being discussed.

Raber and approved by all district commissioners. Motion carried.

Finance Dlrmur Allnsﬂn Martm bnefcd on where we currently stan-d on the proposed budget. She gave a
breakdown on the additional funds from the fund balance that can be used to balance the 2008 budget. She said
certain assumptions were made regarding new growth and changes in the salary compensation and
classification. The fund balance has grown about 51 million per year in the past few years.

The Chairman said the numbers stated by the Finance Director would allow a 100% rollback of the assessments
to the same dollar value of tax collected last year. The only additional tax collected will be from new growth.
Martin’s numbers include the approximate $412,000.00 compensation increase but do not include new hires
requested by the Sheriff. Commissioner Raber said if we have to raise taxes a little bit to provide safety to the
county we should do that.

Motion: Commissioner Raber made a motion o amend this proposed budget to include the $160,000.00
needed by the Sherifi’'s Office to hire four additional deputies and io increase faxes the needed amount o
achieve this. Clarence Stowers seconded the motion. Commissioner Raber voted in favor of the motion while
Commissioners Hutcheson and Stowers were opposed. Commissioner Grindle abstained Motion faifed

Motion: Commissioner Raber moved to amend the proposed budget to take $160,000 to §180,000 from the
Jund balance to hire four additional deputies for the Sherifi’s Office, 1o provide some of the needed equipment
for them, and not to increase taxes to cover this. Clarence Stowers seconded the motion. Commissioners Raber,
Stowers and Grindle voted to approve the motion. Deborah Hutcheson voted against the motion.  Motion

carried.

Finance Director Martin said she is not comfortable taking this additional amount from the fund balance and
cannot support it,

COURTHOUSE REPORT FROM KING EVANS:

King Evans from Clough Harbour & Associates said he would now be giving a report every month. He said
geo tech testing for the library, health department and courthouse will commence August 20 and take about two
weeks. There will then be a survey of the site and the site package will then be bid out.

Evans said in other bids being done by his firm the bids are coming in lower than anticipated using the most
qualified contractors. He said all is moving along well and it appears to be $250,000 under budget so far. King
said the building to be built will be 50,000 SF but will be expandable for future needs.
