CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Gooch called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chamber at Dahlonega City Hall.

INVOCATION
Reverend Lyman Caldwell of Yahoola Baptist Church gave the invocation. Matthew Hutcheson, a returnee

from Afghanistan and the son of Commissioner Hutcheson, led the pledge of allegiance.

Lumpkin County Public Building Authority — Financing
Bond Pricing Report and Authorizing Resolution

The £10,000,000.00 bond issue for the new Judicial Center went to market this week and sold at 3.79% for a
20-year borrowing. Lumpkin County has received an “A-1" rating by Moody’s. This is the highest credit
rating in the state for a county of Lumpkin’s size. The bonds were sold at a lower rate than any other bonds that
were available on the same day. True rate is under 4% for a 20-year borrowing. Chairman Gooch’s signature is
required on the resolution that authorizes the execution of the bond purchase agreement.

A Public Hearing was held earlier today to receive public comment regarding an application by the Lumpkin
Coalition to the State for a limited, two day, special event beer and wine license as provided to 501c3 charitable
organizations through the Georgia Department of Revenue. The public raised no objections at the Public

Hearing.

The County Attorney recommended some conditions that should be set for issuance of a county letter
supporting any two-day festival permit request to the state. These were location of the event, the name of the
property owner, a letter from the property owner stating permission for the event to be held on their property, a
safety plan for traffic, the name of the person or organization donating or providing the alcoholic beverage for
tax purposes, insurance which names Lumpkin County, a written statement that those dispensing alcohol will be
knowledgeable about laws concerning beverages, a written plan for adequate water, food and sanitary facilities
for the anticipated crowd, and a fallback plan should they have a larger than expected crowd. These conditions

were discussed during the public hearing held earlier today.
