CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Gooch called the meeting to order at 9:07 a.m. Commissioners present were Stephen Gooch, John Raber,

Deborah Hutcheson and Clarence Stowers. Commissioner Martin was absent. Chairman Gooch requested that the
assemblage pause for a moment to reflect on the year and to consider those who are ill and who have passed.

INVOCATION
Lyman Caldwell, Operations Director, led the invocation. Chairman Gooch then led the Pledge of Allegiance.

PRESENTATION

Tempe ir — Ronnie Adams - Update on Fire Station No. 4

Mr. Adams provided an update on this project and answered questions. He assured the Chairman that the building
will be delivered week of Feb 19, 2006 and that all phases for which they are responsible will be done by May, with
the exception of punch work.
