All plans for new construction, tenant build-out, and renovations must contain the following code information and the manner in which compliance has been achieved.
· All applicable codes 
· Allowable height and area
· Construction type
· Occupancy Classification (NFPA 101 Life Safety Code)
· Number of stories
· Building area (S.F.)
· Rating of structural members
· Rated walls, floors, ceilings, roof, doors, etc.
· Life Safety Plan
· Accessibility plan
· Fire Protection Sheet-showing fire extinguishers, fire alarm systems (smoke/heat detection, pull stations, strobes, and wiring), and sprinkler systems
· Show distances to other buildings, streets, alleys, public way
· Show access to fire hydrants if applicable
· Every sheet of each set of plans must be stamped, signed, dated by a registered architect or engineer
· Sprinkler and alarm shop drawing and calculations
· All plans for additions, tenant build-out, and renovations must show the project location in relation to the entire existing floor or structure of the building in which or upon which it will be located


A complete set of approved plans and specifications shall be maintained on the construction site at all times.

All revisions to plans shall be approved before the structure is started.

In order to properly evaluate the code requirements for warehouse facilities we require a statement from the owner of the building providing details of the nature of the material stored, method of storage, amount stored, and height of storage.

Plans will take approximately two- three (2-3) weeks to review. Please contact Lumpkin County Fire Marshal’s Office two (2) weeks before you will need your eighty percent (80%) or hundred (100%) inspections

All Fees must be paid prior to C/O being issued. Fees can be paid at Fire Headquarters, 57 A Pinetree Way, Dahlonega, GA 30533
