CALL TO ORDER

The purpose of this public hearing is to discuss the Lumpkin County Board of Commissioners tentative adoption
of a millage rate which will require an increase in property taxes over the rollback rate by 15.18 percent in
Unincorporated Lumpkin _County, 14.50 percent in_Incorporated <Lumpkin County, 3.89 percent in
Unincorporated Lumpkin County Reservoir, and 7.36 percent in Unincorporated Lumpkin County Planning.
